Upon receipt of Sacred Heart School Loretto’s documented corrective action, the Tennessee Department of Education
will determine whether the documentation is complete and resolves the findings identified. Once the department
approves the corrective actions, your district will receive a closure letter closing the review within 30 calendar days.
